ANZAC Day Mass – New Time for 2026 
ANZAC Day falls this Saturday. As in previous years, there will be Dawn and Main 
Services at both the Banyo and Nundah Cenotaphs. Our Parish will complement 
these with a 7:45am Mass at Nundah. 
 
This slightly later time allows those attending Mass to walk directly to the 9:00am 
Nundah Main Service in the adjacent Memorial Park. In past years, the 7:00am 
Mass created a long gap, often requiring people to leave and return. Parking in the 
Parish carpark will also be available for those attending both events.

After the ANZAC Day/Third Sunday of Easter weekend, I will be taking a short 
break. I plan to visit Perth, Fremantle, the Benedictine Monastery at New Norcia, 
and the Bunbury–Albany–Margaret River region. I will return on Wednesday, 13

Masses. Please extend to him your warm welcome.
